Do not be a criticizing listener. The minister makes mistakes as well as you; if he were perfect, he would not be here.
Do not be a sermon fitter, trying to fit the sermon to someone else. If the sermon does not fit you, 
let your neighbor fit it to himself.
Do not be a sermon taster. The sermon is not intended to be pleasing to your aesthetic nature or your hobbies, 
but to leave you a better person.
Listen with a mind prepared by prayer and expectation.
Listen with a humble mind. Let the searching light of the gospel reveal the need in your heart.
Listen with an open mind. You may disagree with the sermon, but remember one of the functions of a true sermon is to disturb your complacency.
Listen with a prayerful attitude. A sermon conceived in prayer, meeting upon sympathetic, humble, cooperative minds, will be used as seeds sown upon soil watered by the Spirit, springing up into life many fold.
